Bay State Wind is a proposed offshore wind project located 
25 miles off the South Coast of Massachusetts, and 15 miles 
off the coast of Martha’s Vineyard. In development since 
2015, it is the most mature offshore wind proposal along the 
East Coast. 

Bay State Wind has established credible timelines for 
development and construction to deliver the type of large-
scale projects that will grow Massachusetts’ role as a green 
energy leader. The developers bring unparalleled expertise 
and experience in building successful offshore wind projects 
on time and on budget.  

Bay State Wind is a leading example of smart offshore 
wind development, and it is the reliable choice to bring 
the full advantages of commercial-scale offshore wind to 
Massachusetts.

Authority (NYSERDA) has selected Sunrise Wind to 
negotiate an Offshore Wind Renewable Energy Credit 
(OREC) Agreement for an 880 MW offshore wind farm. 

Sunrise Wind is bringing unparalleled experience in 
developing offshore wind to New York. Ørsted is the 
global leader in offshore wind, while Eversource is New 
England’s largest energy company and premier electric 
transmission builder. 

Benefits to New York 

As part of our commitment to supporting Governor 
Cuomo’s goal of establishing an enduring offshore wind 
supply chain in New York State, we will create over 800 
annual jobs through project development, construction and 
the first three years of operation; and between 1,500 and 
2,000 additional annual jobs spawned by the project during 
this same timeframe.

Sunrise Wind is bringing economic development to New 
York State and fostering the growth of the offshore wind 
industry for Long Island. Specific project benefits include:

• $10 million for a National Workforce Training      
Center on Long Island, creating a curriculum and 
developing training programs that will support 
the next generation of jobs in the growing offshore     
wind industry. 

• Building a new Operation and Maintenance Hub in 
Port Jefferson, creating up to 100 new and permanent 
full-time jobs.

• Investing $11 million for major port infrastructure 
upgrades as part of the New York Ports Infrastructure 
Development Fund and Upstate New York Workforce 
Development Fund.

• Fabricating key components for the foundations 
of offshore wind turbines at facilities in the              
Capital Region.

Sunrise Wind is also committed to entering discussions 
with New York State unions on one or more Project Labor 
Agreements for project construction, and to paying 
prevailing wage.
